Due to lack of intermzl cepacity, Southern has depended on The State Depart-
ment of Transportation to support academic computing at the University since
Jzouary, 1874. In October, 1978, this externzl support abruptly declined

znd hes become progressively worse. Academic computing azt Southern has
éroppeé tTo an intolerzble level resulting im degrading student performance,
stifled development of azcademic programs, znd is heving an adverse eiffect
upen the Universitv's accreditation.

In April, 1978, Mr. Thomzs &. Zagan, Executive Dirsctor of the Datz Process-
i inzting andé Advisory Council, knowing of Southern's computer
inadeguacy and wenting to assist in 2 solution to the problem, informed and
advised me of the pending availability of z computer zt the Department of

Revenue here in Bzton Rouge. He pointed out that the machine would have

purchase zeccruels that mey be traznsferred to Southernm under the IBM Stats
lLezse~Purchese Plan. IBM and the Department of Revenue have also agreed
tc cocperzte in every way possible with the tramsaczion if Zuncding is
secured by July, 187¢.

In addition to providing dependable, high-priority, in-house computiag to

ademic programs, Southern will heave compuzer
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czpacicy to expanc acadexic computing on campus, to mee:r University cbli-
gaticns to suppert proposed NST computing projects, and to providée 2 =~
needed upgrade in admimistrative date processing 2t the Tniversity. Acgui-
sition of the proposed eguipment will provide Southern with z base of computer
cepacicy that will gsnmerally satisfy cazmpus computing needs for ths nsxt
